Awards and Citations
The following citations and awards will be presented:

Unit Citation for Gallantry

Presented to the members of Delta Company, the 6th Battalion, The Royal Australian Regiment (6 RAR) for acts of extraordinary gallantry in action at the Battle of Long Tan in Vietnam on 18 August 1966.
Meritorious Unit Citation

Presented to the members of Mentoring Task Force-1 (MTF-1) for sustained outstanding service in warlike operations on Operation Slipper in Uruzgan province, Afghanistan, between 20 January and 30 October 2010.

Medal for Gallantry – Second Lieutenant David Sabben MG (Rtd)

Second Lieutenant David Sabben was a member of Delta Company, 6 RAR.  

He is awarded the Medal for Gallantry for acts of extraordinary gallantry in action at the Battle of Long Tan in Vietnam on 18 August 1966.

Medal for Gallantry - Warrant Officer Class Two Kevin Dolan

Warrant Officer Class Two Kevin Dolan enlisted into the Australian Regular Army on 
3 June 2003 and was allocated to the Royal Australian Artillery.  He is currently posted to the 1st Regiment, Royal Australian Artillery.  

He is awarded the Medal for Gallantry for acts of gallantry in action in hazardous circumstances while a joint terminal attack controller for Mentoring Team Alpha, MTF-1, at Sorkh Lez in the Mirabad Valley, Afghanistan on 2 July 2010.

Medal for Gallantry - Lance Corporal Brendan Clarke

Lance Corporal Brendan Clarke enlisted in the Australian Regular Army on 16 December 2005 and is posted to the 6 RAR.  In August 2009, he concentrated as part of MTF-1.  He deployed to Afghanistan on 19 January 2010.  Through this deployment, Lance Corporal Clarke was directly involved in five small arms contacts, seven improvised explosive device strikes and one improvised explosive device near miss in a very dangerous area of operations.  During all of these incidents he displayed exceptional courage, remained composed and instilled confidence in those around him through his actions.

He is awarded the Medal for Gallantry for acts of gallantry in action in hazardous circumstances while a rifleman with Team 3, Mentoring Team C, MTF-1, in the Central Baluchi Valley, Afghanistan on 15 March and 8 July, 2010.
Distinguished Service Medal - Captain Fabian Harrison

Captain Harrison enlisted in the Australian Regular Army in January 2004.  He served as an Engineer Troop Commander with the 2nd Combat Engineer Regiment until August 2009, when he concentrated as part of MTF-1.  He deployed to Afghanistan on 4 February 2010.  Captain Harrison is now posted to Headquarters Forces Command.

He is awarded the Distinguished Service Medal for distinguished leadership in action as an engineer search team leader and patrol commander while deployed on Operation Slipper in Afghanistan from February to October 2010.

Distinguished Service Medal - Corporal Russell Goodsell

Corporal Russell Goodsell enlisted in the Australian Regular Army in 21 August 2001 and was allocated to The Royal Australian Infantry Corps and subsequently posted to 6 RAR.  He is now posted to the School of Infantry.  He deployed with MTF-1 to Afghanistan on 26 January 2010.

He is awarded the Distinguished Service Medal for distinguished leadership in action as a section commander with Mentoring Team C, MTF-1, at Kakarak in the Baluchi Valley, Afghanistan on 27 March and 29 July 2010.

Commendation for Distinguished Service - Corporal Garry Francis

Corporal Garry Francis enlisted into the Australian Regular Army on 13 February 2003 as a member of the Royal Australian Army Medical Corps.  He has served as a medical technician at the 2nd Health Support Battalion, 6 RAR, and is now posted to 9th Force Support Battalion.

He is awarded the Commendation for Distinguished Service for distinguished performance of duties in warlike operations while a medic with Mentoring Team C, MTF-1, in Afghanistan on Operation Slipper from January to October 2010.
Commendation for Distinguished Service - Major Justin Roderick

Major Justin Roderick enlisted into the Australian Regular Army as a Private soldier on 
5 June 1990.  He entered the Royal Military College - Duntroon on 10 July 1995 and was commissioned on 11 December 1996.  He served as a Platoon Commander in the 2nd Battalion, The Royal Australian Regiment before successfully completing Special Forces selection in May 1999.  He was posted to the Special Air Service Regiment on 1 August 1999.  He was promoted to Major on 15 January 2007, and is posted to 6 RAR and served as a Company Commander with MTF-1. 

He is awarded the Commendation for Distinguished Service for distinguished performance of duties in warlike operations and in action while a Company Commander with MTF-1 on Operation Slipper in the Middle East Area of Operations in 2010.

Conspicuous Service Medal - Major Graham Palmer

Major Graham Palmer enlisted into the Australian Regular Army in March 1971 and was allocated to the Royal Australian Infantry Corps.  He has served with distinction in a wide range of corps and non-corps appointments within the Australian Army. He served on operation in the Solomon Islands in 2007.  He was promoted to Captain on the 17th of January 2006, and to Major in January 2011.  Major Palmer is now posted to 25th/49th Royal Queensland Regiment.
He is awarded the Conspicuous Service Medal for meritorious devotion to duty as the Unit Welfare Officer, 6 RAR, in support of MTF-1 while the force was deployed on Operation Slipper in 2010.
